By faith he lived as an alien in the land of promise, as
in a foreign land, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, fellow heirs of the
same promise; 19 for he was looking for the city which has foundations,
whose architect and builder is God.




Philippians 3:17-21

» 17 Brethren, join in following my example, and observe those who walk
according to the pattern you have in us. 18 For many walk, of whom | often
told you, and now tell you even weeping, that they are enemies of the
cross of Christ, 19 whose end is destruction, whose god is their appetite,
and whose glory is in their shame, who set their minds on earthly things. 20

the Gentiles, so that in the thing in which they slander you as evildoers, they
may because of your good deeds, as they observe them, glorify God in the
day of visitation.




Ephesians 4:20-24

» 17 So this|say, and affirm together with the Lord, that you walk no longer just as
the Gentiles also walk, in the futility of their mind, '® being darkened in their
understanding, excluded from the life of God because of the ignorance that is in
them, because of the hardness of their heart; 17 and they, having become
callous, have given themselves over to sensuality for the practice of every kind of
impurity with greediness. 20 But you did not learn Christ in this way, 2! if indeed you
have heard Him and have been taught in Him, just as fruth is in Jesus, 22 that, in
reference to your former manner of life, you lay aside the old self, which is being
corrupted in accordance with the lusts of deceit, 2 and that you be renewed in
the spirit of your mind, 24 and put on the new self, which in the likeness of God has
been created in righteousness and holiness of the truth.




Colossians 3:1-3

» 1 Therefore if you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the things
above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2 Set your mind on
the things above, not on the things that are on earth. 3 For you have died
and your life is hidden with Christ in God.




» 5 Therefore consider the members of your earthly body as dead to
Immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and greed, which amounts to
idolatry. é For it is because of these things that the wrath of God will come

upon the sons of disobedience, 7 and in them you also once walked, when
you were living in them.




» 8Byt now you also, put them all aside: anger, wrath, malice, slander, and
abusive speech from your mouth. ? Do not lie to one another, since you laid
aside the old self with its evil practices,




» ]2 So, as those who have been chosen of God, holy and beloved, put on
a heart of compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience; 13
bearing with one another, and forgiving each other, whoever has a
complaint against anyone; just as the Lord forgave you, so also should you.
14 Beyond all these things put on love, which is the perfect bond of unity.
15 Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were
called in one body; and be thankful. 16 Let the word of Christ richly dwell
within you, with all wisdom teaching and admonishing one another with
psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with thankfulness in your
hearts to God. 17 Whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of
the Lord Jesus, giving thanks through Him to God the Father.



2 Corinthians 4:16-18

» |6 Therefore we do not lose heart, but though our outer man is decaying,
yet our inner man is being renewed day by day. 17 For momentary, light
affliction is producing for us an eternal weight of glory far beyond all
comparison, 18 while we look not at the things which are seen, but atf the
things which are not seen; for the things which are seen are temporal, but

the things which are not seen are eternal.




Genesis 22:1-3

» | After these things God tested Abraham and said to him, “Abraham!”
And he said, “Here | am.” 2 He said, “Take your son, your only son Isaac,
whom you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a
burnt offering on one of the mountains of which | shall tell you.” 3 So
Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his

young men with him, and his son Isaac.




» 4 On the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes and saw the place from afar.
5 Then Abraham said to his young men, “Stay here with the donkey; | and
the boy will go over there and worship and come again to you.”




Hebrews 11:13-16

» |13 All these died in faith, without receiving the promises, but having seen
them and having welcomed them from a distance, and having confessed
that they were strangers and exiles on the earth. 14 For those who say such
things make it clear that they are seeking a country of their own. 15 And
indeed if they had been thinking of that country from which they went out,
they would have had opportunity to return. 16 But as it is, they desire a
better country, that is, a heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be
called their God; for He has prepared a city for them.

» Psa. 2/7:4 One thing | have asked from the LORD, that | shall seek: That |
may dwell in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, To behold the
beauty of the LORD And to meditate in His temple.




| Peter 1:13-16

» |3 Therefore, prepare your minds for action, keep sober in spirit, fix your
hope completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of
Jesus Christ. 14 As obedient children, do not be conformed to the former
lusts which were yours in your ignorance, 15 but like the Holy One who
called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior; 16 because it is
written, “YOU SHALL BE HOLY, FOR | AM HOLY.”
